• Be on time and properly equipped for training sessions 
• Train and compete to the best of your ability 
• Show respect to teachers, coaches and officials 
• Be willing to represent the Club when selected for a team 
• Not use abusive language nor act in an aggressive manner 

 
When representing Horwich at galas and competitions the Club's reputation depends 
upon the way swimmers behave. This Code of Conduct applies at all times when 
participating in such events. 
 
When representing Horwich at galas swimmers are expected to 

• Be respectful at all times to other teams, their swimmers and all officials 
• Accept the coaches' team and event selections 
• Support and encourage other Horwich swimmers 
• Accept defeat with grace and behave in a sporting manner at all times 
• Behave in a sporting manner at all times
